Palos Verdes Peninsnla High Schood was formed in July 1961, thromgh the merger of three long-established
institutions: Mirabsste, Palos Verdes, and Rolling Hills Hligh Schools. Palos Verdes Pendnsoln High School is fally
accredited by the Western Association of Schools and Colleges (WASC).
